No. F 14-17-2007-Forty-two-1,- In exercise of the powers conferred by section 12 of 

the Madhya Pradesh Private Vocational Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admission and 

Fixation of Fee) Act, 2007, the State Government, hereby, Madhya Pradesh Medical Education 

Admission Rules, 2018 further amends the following, namely:- 

Amendment 

In the said rules,— 

1.  In rule 4, in sub-rule (1), in clause (c),— 

    (1)    for sub-section (4), the following sub-section shall be substituted, namely:— 

        “(4)     In case of non-availability of reserved candidates of the above three categories, the   

                  candidates belonging to economically weaker sections will be eligible against the  

                  vacancies; And 

   (2)  After sub-section (4), the following sub-section shall be added, namely:— 

        "(5)   In case of non-availability of reserved candidates of the above four categories,   

                 candidates of unreserved category will be given against the vacancies." 

2.  In rule 12, in sub-rule 8, clause A shall be omitted, 

3.  For rule 14, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:- , 

  "14.  Incentives for in-service candidates- 

    Incentive for in-service candidates/demonstrator/tutor/medical officer candidates working in   

      government medical/dental colleges under the Department of Medical Education, 

 (1) There will be 30 percent reservation for qualified registered serving 

candidates/demonstrator/tutor/medical officer working under Medical Education 

Department on the vacancies of degree seats of all disciplines available in government 

and private medical/dental colleges. 

 (2)       The provisions mentioned in rule 4 (1) regarding category-wise reservation of vacancies      

            in sub-rule (1) shall apply. 

 (3)      The provisions mentioned in the amended rule 4(2) regarding reservation of women     

            category and disabled category out of the vacancies of sub-rule 1 will be applicable. 

 (4)      The NEET PG of the candidate for the year of admission. Passing is mandatory. 

 (5)      After obtaining the no-objection from the employer, the in-service candidate of the  

            Health Department registering on the portal, by giving preferential marks as specified   

            from time to time by the Medical Council of India; will be fixed. 



(6) The condition of issuance of no-objection certificate to the serving doctors, eligibility, 

giving preference marks, the criteria of sponsorship and selection etc. Public Health 

and Family Welfare Department of Madhya Pradesh Government will be able to 

determine from time to time which will be displayed on the health department's portal. 

List of selected eligible doctors 7 days before the start of counseling, Directorate of 

Health Services by Directorate of Medical Education, P.G. Will make available for 

inclusion in counselling. 

(7) Demonstrator / Tutor / Medical Officer working under medical education, who is 

eligible for study leave and has been issued a no-objection certificate by the Dean / 

Principal of the concerned college, only they will be eligible for the benefit of 

reservation, the concerned medical college said. The Directorate of Medical Education 

will make available the list of selected doctors 7 days before the start of PG counseling 

for inclusion in PG counseling. 

(8) All admitted in-service doctors/demonstrators/tutors/medical officers working under 

medical education will have to do 05 years of compulsory service after completing the 

course. For non-serving of 05 years under the bond, the bond amount will be Rs. 50 

lakh will have to be deposited. 

4.  In rule 17, after sub-rule 2, the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:- 

           "(3)    In the event of indiscipline, going on strike, unauthorized absence etc. found to    

                     be  involved in activities during the course period, on the recommendation of the      

                     Dean/Principal of the concerned college, the concerned student by the Director  

                     Medical Education Student's admission can be canceled. 

5.  In Schedule-II, in clause (a), for category-wise reservation, the following clause shall 

be substituted, namely:—
